Squadding will be in pairs using the electronic targets and entries will be limited to a maximum of 
36 – in the event of entries being oversubscribed they will be treated on a first come first serve

1114 yards  Saturday – 12.10, 13.00 and 13.50 hrs.   Sunday – 09.30, 10.20 and 11.10 hrs 

1233 yards  Saturday – 14.50, 15.40 and 16.30 hrs.  Sunday – 12.20, 13.10 and 14.00 hrs 

 
Blow off shots will be allowed before the start of the first range on both days. All sighters will be 

convertible and at 987 yards on Saturday limited sighting shots will be allowed in the stop butt .
